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Now, to the Colorado baker, I ask: Are your actions motivated by the hearing of faith? If so, why then have you forgotten the Word? Leave politics alone!
I support the ability of a Christian to exercise religious freedom and to be free from government bias against Christian values. In some instances, though, there seems to be a disconnect from Scripture and a strong tether to self-made religion, which often is an amalgamation of the Bible and pseudo-intellectual precepts that produce notably Spirit-less works that do not glorify the Lord. Take the afore-mentioned case, for example, the Colorado baker who refused to bake for a gay couple because of his conviction. The Bible says homosexuality is an abomination, of this there is no doubt. However, the Bible also calls heterosexual people an abomination when they do things like have intercourse before marrying, live together before marrying, watch pornography, and perform lewd acts. That, too, is sin in God’s view. It is called fornication, and no, it is not acceptable because the sin occurs between a man and a woman. It is not permissible because the man and woman claim to be Christians, who can just repent (cannot the gay couple repent, as well?). Moreover, there is no such thing as a “carnal Christian,” which means it is not legalistic to say that Christians are supposed to refrain from sin. The Lord’s atonement was not meant to be used frivolously (are we to sin that grace may abound?). I myself was reprobate and was no stranger to immoral ways, but I thank the Lord for convicting me and helping me to change. So, yes, repent when you sin, but do not take sin lightly. (Have you the spirit of the world or the Spirit of grace?) We must stop wresting Scripture to accommodates carnality. You have not so learned Christ when you do such things. Hence, I wonder if the baker will to refuse to bake for heterosexual people who fornicate and are perverse? As a Christian, either your actions align with Scripture, or they amount to nothing more than hypocrisy. You cannot stand halfway.
